PLANNING

A clarification of expectations regarding teacher planning:

1.
Year Plan - An outline of the intended year's work within approximately timed integrated thematic units or subject units based on Provincial Curriculum expectations* and other approved programs of study.  The year plan need not be extensive and must be flexible enough to accommodate student interests and needs.

2.
Unit Plans - Each integrated thematic unit or subject unit should indicate to the evaluator the following aspects relating to the program of study being taught:

a)
Foundational Objectives - Skills/knowledge/abilities/aptitudes the students are expected to develop as a result of this unit of study should be stated.

b)
Methodology - should show a variety of instructional methods and strategies* utilized to achieve the Foundational Objectives.

Interactive, Experiential, Direct, Indirect, Independent Study (refer to Saskatchewan Education, Training and Employment's pamphlet on Instructional Strategies)

c)
Resource-Based Learning/Content and Sources - Should include provision for student generated materials as well as listing key resources and supplementary resources compatible with RBL (multi-media focus).

d)
Activities - Should be student and teacher directed and provide for active student involvement, choice and responsibility.  The unit plan does not include detailed lesson plans.

e)
Assessment & Evaluation - Should utilize a variety of formative and summative evaluation techniques* that include criteria based on the Foundational Objectives and Developmental Learning Objectives.  (Refer to Saskatchewan Education, Training and Employment's pamphlet on Evaluation Strategies.)

Portfolios, Anecdotal Records, Observation Checklists, Conference Records, Self, Peer and Teacher Assessments etc...

3.
Day plans should include Learning Objectives, Activities/ Strategies, Student Evaluation, Resources.  An integrated approach showing connections between subject areas is encouraged.


Year plans must be on file in the school office for reference.  Day plans should be prepared prior to the next day classes and should be visible in the classroom.  Current year plans must be finalized by September 30th of each year.  Initial unit planning should commence in advance of teaching the unit and should allow for adaptation and revision to meet the needs of the student during the teaching of the unit.
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
