Grade One Guided Reading Objectives and Planning Form


	Before Reading: 

1. Activate and build upon prior knowledge and experiences 

2. Predict what the text is about based on title, pictures, and background information presented by teacher 

3. Determine question(s) to be answered by reading text 

4. Set purpose for reading

	During Reading: 

1. Attempt and practise reading behaviours 

2. Make connections between text, prior knowledge, and personal experiences 

3. Make and check predictions using prior knowledge and text features (e.g., illustrations, titles) to understand information 

4. Use a variety of strategies to construct and confirm meaning (e.g., ask questions, reread, read ahead) 

5. Use the cueing systems to construct meaning: pragmatic (e.g., home vs. school language), textual (e.g., beginning, middle, and ending patterns), syntactic (e.g., differentiating between sentence structures), semantic (e.g., "does it make sense?"), and graphophonic (e.g., recognize key sight words, sound-letter relationships, initial and final consonants, word families) to construct meaning 

6. Begin to self-correct 

7. Identify ideas and information to make sense 

8. Recognize a variety of forms of texts such as poetry and plays 

9. Recognize that individuals adjust language use according to situation 

10. Appreciate repetition, rhyme, and other interesting uses of language 

11. Practise skills of effective readers 

12. Practise using expression and phrasing through oral reading 

13. Read familiar texts aloud with some fluency and accuracy 
	After Reading: 

1. Retell simple narrative stories and informational texts (e.g., story maps, pictographs) 

2. Compare texts 

3. Discuss and explain response to how, why, and what-if questions 

4. Recall details, events, characters, setting, and sequence of events 

5. Compare stories 

6. Relate aspects of stories and characters from print texts to personal experiences 

7. Share feelings evoked by particular texts 

8. Explain why a particular text is a personal favourite 

9. Represent and tell key facts and ideas 

10. Respond to texts in various ways

11. Answer questions 

12. Tell what they enjoyed or did not enjoy 

13. Tell own stories that relate to topic of text being read 

14. Reflect upon own reading skills and strategies including checking for meaning and sounding out words
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
