Grade Five Balanced Literacy - Reading Planning Form

	Before Reading:

1. Activate and build upon prior knowledge

2. Set purposes and predict what the text might be about 

3. Summarize personal knowledge of a topic to determine additional information needs
4. Formulate questions to aid in finding relevant information in texts 

	During Reading:

1. Vary reading strategy and adjust reading rate according to purpose(s) and nature of the text

2. Use a variety of comprehension strategies (asking questions, inferring, confirming or rejecting predictions and conclusions)

3. Connect new information with prior knowledge to make sense of new ideas and experiences. 

4. Apply cueing systems to construct meaning: pragmatic (e.g., formal vs informal language), textual (e.g., structure/ key ideas), syntactic (e.g. word order, punctuation), semantic (e.g. context clues, prefixes, synonyms) and graphophonic (e.g., spelling - contractions, compound words)

5. Monitor for meaning and self-correct during reading 
6. Recognize organizational patterns of text (main ideas, supporting details, comparison, cause & effect, sequence)
7. Determine the usefulness of information using pre-established criteria

8. Notice of descriptive and figurative language is used in texts
9. Use reference materials effectively ( glossary, dictionary...)

10. Adjust reading rate according to purpose(s) for reading

11. Record information in own words
12. Skim and scan for key words and phrases

13. Use the meaning of familiar words and word origins to predict the meaning of unfamiliar words
	After Reading:

1. discuss meanings, ideas and language in texts, relating their understanding to personal experiences
2. discuss and paraphrase main ideas and author’s message

3. support opinions with evidence from the text

4. identify key elements and techniques and explore their impact

5. compare information from different sources

6. compare versions of similar stories from various cultures

7. compare individuals and situations portrayed in texts to those encountered in real life

8. compare types of text (narrative, expository etc.)

9. identify how and why word structures change meaning

10. make judgments and draw conclusions
