	Before Reading:

1. Activate and build upon prior knowledge

2. Set purposes and predict what the text might be about 
3. formulate questions to aid in finding relevant information in texts 

	During Reading:

1. Connect new information with prior knowledge to make sense of  new ideas and experiences. 

2. Determine main and supporting ideas using prior knowledge, predictions, connections, inferences and visual cues. 

3. Confirm or reject inferences, predictions or conclusions based on textual information.

4. Apply cueing systems to construct meaning: pragmatic (e.g., formal vs informal language), textual (e.g., structure/ key ideas), syntactic (e.g. word order, punctuation), semantic (e.g. context clues, prefixes, synonyms) and graphophonic (e.g., spelling - contractions, compound words)
5. Monitor for meaning during reading (oral and silent)

6. Recognize the elements & organization of traditional stories

7. Distinguish between cause and effect

8. Recognize fact and opinion

9. Begin to interpret figurative language

10. Use reference materials effectively ( glossary, dictionary...)

11. Adjust reading rate according to purpose(s) for reading

12. Recognize how word and word combinations convey meaning

13. Identify ways in which exaggeration and other devices are used to convey humour
	After Reading:
1. Recall, organize and summarize information

2. Discuss meanings, ideas in texts

3. Relate understanding of texts to personal experiences, purposes and other texts

4. Ask critical questions

5. Discuss and compare information (characters, events etc.) within and among texts

6. Identify similarities and differences among texts and various forms/genres

7. Support ideas by referring to evidence in the text

8. express/explain understanding in own words
