READING STRATEGIES
	Before Reading:

1. Preview the text and predict/anticipate author’s message

2. Consider what they know and need to know about the topic

3. Formulate questions before reading

4. Set purpose(s) for reading 

	During Reading:
1. Attend to the reading task

2. Match reading rate to specific purpose and difficulty of text

3. Predict, confirm, and adjust predictions

4. Connect what is being read with personal experiences

5. Ask questions as they read (5Ws)

6. Follow sequence of ideas – identify key ideas

7. Make jot notes to assist recall of main idea(s)

8. Create visual images

9. Make inferences based on text and prior knowledge

10. Draw conclusions based on evidence in text

11. Use pragmatic (e.g. author’s purpose), textual (e.g. author’s format), syntactic (e.g. word order), semantic/lexical/morphological (e.g. figurative language, homonyms, synonyms, common affixes), graphophonic (e.g. sound-symbol patterns) and other clues (e.g.visual: diagrams, illustrations) to construct and confirm meaning

12. Identify ideas expressed as true or false, real or imaginary

13. Recognize author’s use of language (formal, informal, slang) and techniques (e.g. foreshadowing)

14. Identify point of view in narrative

15. Begin to develop an understanding of characters the author has created from what they say and do from what other characters and narrator says about them

16. Begin to recognize the negative impact of sterotyping
	After Reading:

1. Reread to clarify understanding
2. Recall and relate in their words, major ideas & supporting details

3. Relate what was read to personal experiences or needs

4. Analyze and evaluate what was read

5. Identify  elements and techniques in text (e.g. foreshadowing)

6. Draw conclusions about the autor’s message, values and craft

7. Consider other’s responses in reshaping and extending own response

8. Seek additional information from other sources as needed
