Grade Three Guided Reading Objectives and Planning Form


	Before Reading: 

1. Access and build upon related prior knowledge and experience 

2. Set purpose for reading 

3. Generate questions to organize their investigation of new information 

4. Use title and cover illustration to predict what text might be about 

	During Reading: 

1. Connect new ideas, information, and experiences to own and others' ideas and experiences 

2. Predict what will happen next based on previously read material and background experience 

3. Make inferences about a character's actions or feelings 

4. Confirm meaning 

5. Monitor for meaning during oral and silent reading 

6. Apply cueing systems to construct meaning: pragmatic (e.g., age and tone of speaker), textual (e.g., titles, covers, headings, illustrations, paragraphs as units of meaning), semantic (e.g., sensory words), syntactic (e.g., word order and punctuation), and graphophonic (e.g., high-frequency sight words; phonetic analysis; structural analysis to identify compound words, contractions, singular and plural words) 

7. Begin to develop word attack strategies: using knowledge of letter-sound relationships and structural analysis to decode words; inferring word meanings from roots, prefixes, and suffixes; and using analogy and knowledge of known words to determine meaning of unknown words 

8. Recognize the distinguishing features of a variety of forms and genres (e.g., poetry, plays, news reports) 

9. Distinguish between reality and fantasy 

10. Use different strategies for reading fiction, nonfiction, and poetry 

11. Draw conclusions 

12. Expand vocabulary and concept knowledge through reading 

13. Select nonfiction text to find information 

14. Recognize fact and opinion, main ideas and supporting details, and cause and effect in nonfiction 

15. Distinguish fact from opinion 

16. Identify major points from fiction and nonfiction texts 

17. Record main ideas and important facts using a reading guide 

18. Use writer's signals to locate important information from texts (e.g., headings, bold type, diagrams) 

19. Reread to confirm and extend understanding 

20. Identify the sequence of events, the time and place in which they occur, and the roles of main characters 

21. Apply knowledge of word patterns (e.g., root words, prefixes, suffixes) in a variety of contexts to extend knowledge of words 

22. Identify examples of repeated sound and poetic effects that contribute to enjoyment 

23. Respond to humour 

24. Identify words that form mental images and create mood
	After Reading:
1. Recall details, summarize major ideas or events, and draw conclusions 

2. Discuss ideas within texts 

3. Ask critical questions 

4. Respond to various experiences in texts in a variety of ways 

5. Discuss meanings, ideas, and language, and relate understanding to personal experiences and other texts 

6. Compare traits of characters from evidence in the text 

7. Compare characters, events, and texts 

8. Support ideas by referring to evidence presented in texts 

9. Describe similarities between experiences and traditions encountered in daily life and those portrayed in texts 

10. Share favourite parts from texts and describe why they are favourites 

11. Identify personal accomplishments and set goals for improvement of own reading habits, skills, and strategies
