Implementation Plan


Year 1 Awareness (2007-08)

Grades 1-6. Continue with program as planned, teaching outcomes of the 1995 WNCP curriculum, using the resource of Math to the Max, and assessment instruments developed in 2006-07. Data saving will continue online as per the strategic plan completed in August 2007. Math Steering Committee develops criteria for resource selection. (May 2008)  At the end of year 1 we will have two years of relevant data.

Grades 7-9. Continue with teaching outcomes of  the 1995 WNCP curriculum using Math Power. Complete the assessment instruments for grades 7-9 and have teachers develop baseline data using the online spreadsheets. At the end of year 1 we will have one year of relevant data.

Year 2 Collaborative Planning (2008-09)

Grades 1-6. Continue with program as planned, teaching outcomes of 1995 WNCP curriculum, using the resource of Math to the Max, and assessment instruments developed in 2006-07. Data saving will continue as per the strategic plan completed in August 2007. At the end of year 2 we will have three years of relevant data.

Grades 7-9. Continue with teaching outcomes of 1995 WNCP curriculum using the resource of Math Power. and assessment instruments developed in 2007-08. Data saving will continue online as per the strategic plan completed in August 2007. At the end of year 2 we will have two years of relevant data.

Implementation Preparation

1. Curriculum –(September 2008) Distribute curriculum guides and orientation of changes) by the Math Coordinator and Math Steering Committee. 

2. Instruction and Resources- All schools to review and select a common resource (November 1, 2008) for grades K-9 in NLSD #113.  Orders of resources are completed (February 2009) and distributed (April). A timeline for instruction needs to be developed for all grades (May 2009)

3.  Assessment – Throughout the year 2008-09, instruments are created by the Math Assessment Consultant with input from teachers. Tests will be completed by June 2009.

Year 3 Division Wide Implementation (2009-10)

Complete implementation for 2007 Saskatchewan Math Curriculum in grades K-9. Implementation workshops at school startup (August and September 2009) by administrators, teacher leader teams and Math Consultants. This would include the new resource, instructional scope and sequence and new math assessments available at that time. New baseline data begins for the curriculum.
