Teachers may select more than their own specific grade level strands. To do intervention, teachers need to know the range of learning outcomes (for example, number concepts and number operations) from the previous grades. 

Staff may initially require assistance reading the document at each grade level –all grades have an identical table format listing general outcomes, specific outcomes (the outcomes assessed) and illustrative examples.

Each grade includes the following stands 

1. Number concepts

2. Number operations

3. Patterns and relations expanding to include variables and equations at grade7 

4. Shape and Space (Measurement; 2 D and 3 D; Transformations)

5. Statistics and Probability

There are a total of 60 learning outcomes at each grade level. The entire curriculum document grades K-9 should be in the school office for teachers to access. All teachers should read and internalize their respective grade learning outcomes. Focus on math learning outcomes then teaching instruction should follow.

Special education teachers should have all previous levels. Teacher leaders at schools may wish to have a complete set of learning outcomes 1-9 also.

Copies of the Western and Northern Canada Common Curriculum Framework collated by grade sequence or by K-9 strand sequence for multi-grade teachers are available in Central Office for staff members in schools who do not have sufficient access to technology to print copies.
