Guided Reading
What is it?
> Guided Reading is a teaching approach where each child is given instruction with reading material at their reading level

> The text level is “just right” – not too easy and not too hard. The student is able to read the text successfully with some support from the teacher.

Who does it?
> Staff at the school work together to make sure that each child receives regular small group instruction at their reading level.

> Your child may be in a Guided Reading group with his/her teacher or with a variety of other staff members throughout the school year.

> Classroom teachers, tutors, resource teachers, administrators and other support staff may be involved in guided reading.

How can I help my child?
> Practice is necessary to become a good reader – just as practice is necessary to become good at anything whether it be in sports, music, cooking, or video games!

> The more a child reads, the better they become at reading.
> Encouraging your child to read at home is important. They can read books, comics, magazines, newspapers, even the cereal box!

> Reading to/with and talking with your child is important in developing reading skills.

> To get reading material, take advantage of school book orders and the Public Library.
